Investors in Private Rented accommodation face another stealth tax. With the introduction of:- 
1. €200 per dwelling charge, 
2. Rental Income 1-2% levy, 
3. An increase of capital gains tax on disposal of property,
4. A further €300 charge for buildings energy rating certification,
5. VAT increases of .5%,
Why should landlords supply accommodation to Government Department and Agencies with these charges and the added distraction of having to accept way below market rents for tenants on rent assistance?
