Landlords will again provide good quality affordable accommodation for the upcoming academic year.

Yes a one month deposit plus 1 month’s rent will be necessary.  You may also be asked for a guarantor.  Deposits are held as security for damages above normal wear and tear or for Rent or services arrears.

Yes you will receive a receipt in the form of a Rent Book provided by the Landlord.  This Rent Book will outline all details pertaining to the letting including names of Tenants, Landlord, Rent payable, Deposit payable, Inventory of contents and its condition and will be used by the Landlord to receipt all payments for Rent, Services etc.

Also incorporated in the I.P.O.A. Rent Book is a completion form which will be completed outlining any deposit to be held etc.

If no damage is caused, the Deposit in full will be refunded to the Tenant.  If the Tenant is not happy with any deposit being retained by the Landlord, they have access to the P.R.T.B (Private Residential Tenancies Board) who will investigate the matter and have an independent Mediator/Adjudicator appointed and if necessary a hearing of the case of both parties.

The I.P.O.A. (Irish Property Owner’s) advice Tenants/Students to be aware of their responsibilities when renting Accommodation and behave as they would in their own home in order to protect their accommodation needs.
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
